Meeteetse Community Facilities Joint Powers Board
Minutes of November 28, 2006 Meeting of the Board

The meeting was called to order by Chair Ed Farmer @ 7:02PM.  Present were Chair Ed Farmer, Treasurer Angie Johnson, Secretary Donna Ward, Member Bo Allen and Member Gary Warner.  Also present were Tracy Renner, Bob Lewandowski, and Joe Hicks.

Angie Johnson reported that there was an account balance of $5,738.20.  This balance is prior to payment of the November bills.  Gary Warner moved to accept the treasurers report, Bo Allen seconded; all voted aye.

Gary Warner made a motion to pay the following list of bills, Bo Allen seconded; all voted aye.

Bo Allen moved to accept the secretaries report, Gary Warner seconded; all voted aye.

Gary Warner made a motion to amend the agenda to include #11 Where is the JPB is going with the school for 2007, #12 Letters to the Recreation District and Town, #13 December Pool Schedule, and #14 December Meeting, Donna Ward seconded; all voted aye.

The board discussed the transfer of the pool facility with representatives from the school board.  School attorney, Tracy Copenhaver, will draft a contract to be reviewed by both boards.  The MCFPB will need to have the funds to provide insurance coverage and pay for utilities while preparing for construction.  Bo Allen inquired about the discussion at the school board meeting concerning charging rent for the ground the pool building sits on.  Bob Lewandowski said that the lease and sale would both be included in one contract. 

Dan Odasz, with Plan 1, will be asked what would happen to the pool if it were drained completely and to set a time line so that construction does not interfere with the students and their education and to include this in contractor bid packets.  

Attorney Ed Webster spoke with Park County Treasurer Nena Graham-Burke about the distribution of funds from the capital facilities tax.  The funds will be distributed according to the different projects on a percentage basis: Meeteetse – 15.15%; Cody – 16.67%; Powell – 68.18%.  Based upon the time frame it took to collect the tax for the law enforcement center it will probably take 30 – 36 months to collect all the tax.

There was a brief discussion about whether to put the Meeteetse Recreation Districts office and exercise equipment in the pool building and whether the MCFJPB would be interested in entering into a long term lease of the pool to the Rec. Gary Warner suggested that these were topics the board should give thought to but it is premature to make a decision and should be discussed again later.

An action plan was discussed and the most immediate items for action are to get with Plan 1 and finalize the plans as well as the contract with them, finalize the transfer contract with the school, research funding options such as bonds and bridge loans to possibly cover the gap from now until the cap tax money is received and re-submit the Wyoming Business Council grant.

Donna Ward made a motion to approve the contract with Plan 1 Architect’s contingent upon entering into a contract of acquisition of the pool building with Meeteetse School District #16 and contingent upon their changing their contract in §11.5 ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS from twenty-four (24) to thirty-six (36) months, Angie Johnson seconded; all voted aye.

The board sees no immediate need for an oversight committee or executive director over the project but will have Plan 1 report directly to the board on a regular basis.

Gary Warner made a motion to re-apply for the Wyoming Business Council grant, Bo Allen seconded; all voted aye.

The board discussed having Gary Warner do a regular broadcasts throughout the course of the pool renovation project in order to keep the community informed on its progress.  The first broadcast will be aired after the first of 2007.

Letters were sent to the Meeteetse Recreation District and to the Town of Meeteetse reminding them of the expiration of the first set of terms as out lined in the MCFJPB by-laws.

Angie Johnson made a motion to terminate the pool operation contract with the school as of November 30, 2006, Gary Warner seconded; all voted aye.

There will be a meeting of the MCFJPB on December 12th  at 7:00PM @ the Town Hall the only item on the agenda will be to discuss the contract with representatives of the school board.

The next regular meeting of the MCFJPB will be held on December 27th at 7:00PM @ the Town Hall.

Donna Ward made a motion that starting with the first regular meeting in January 2007 the regular meeting nights will be the fourth (4th) Monday of the month @ 7:00PM @ the Town Hall, Angie Johnson seconded; all voted aye.

Angie Johnson made a motion to adjourn @ 8:33PM.
