Councilman Bennett made a motion to adjourn to go into executive session at 7:03 p.m. to approve the March 8, 2006 executive session minutes, seconded by Councilman Scott.  All voted Aye, motion carried.

At 7:11 p.m. the Mayor Pro Tem and Council came out of executive session and stated that the executive session minutes were approved as amended.

Councilman Bennett made a motion to approve the amended agenda, seconded by Councilman Scott.  All voted Aye, motion carried.

CITIZENS, DELEGATIONS, PETITIONS, & COMPLAINTS:

John Fernandez of the Meeteetse Recreation District would like to provide other options for placing the concrete pads for the Meeteetse Track Teams.  He would like to suggest the possibility of have the concrete pads at the archery range.  The pads would be re-usable.  

Councilman Bennett suggested that the pads were to be put on each side of the dugouts in the softball field.  We did talk about the archery range and when you get moisture throwing the shot & disc in the mud will not work.

John stated another option of placing the pads in the parking lot.  There is the big parking lot right next to the softball field.  This is only one season.  John does not agree with having the concrete pads in the softball field.  

Councilman Bennett stated if there were problem they would take the pads out after the track season.

John stated that he hoped that the other options would be taken into consideration.  

The Town needs to have an agreement with the Meeteetse School District #16 providing for any damages that may occur during the installation or removal of the pads.

Councilman Scott made a motion to allow the Meeteetse School to install one concrete pad at the end of the north dugout and one pad in the parking lot according to the specification for shot and discus with the stipulation that they do not throw the shot on the softball field, seconded by Councilman Bennett.  All voted Aye, motion carried.

Mary Keating-Scott gave an overview of the Wyoming Investment Fund.  Councilman Scott would like to have more information including two years of history.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
a.   Emergency Management- Larry Rankine stated that all of the Fire Department with the exception of one fireman has taken and passed the NIM 00700 level class and that all the Town Employees and Council have taken and passed the course.  The Mayor and Mayor Pro Temp still need to take the test.  The CERT class in Cody has four available spots and if we get six more people we can have our own class here.

b. Garbage Collection- 

c. M E D A –Sherry Long gave a brief overview of the upcoming events.

d. MCFJPB –The group is continually pursuing grants, looking for different funding options, and forming a 501 (c)(3).  

e. Park County Travel-Sherry Long gave a brief overview.

f. Police Report-The open house for the new jail will be the end of April.  Sheriff Steward would like to set up a Town Meeting to inform the citizens of what to expect when the Hell’s Angels are in town.  The meeting will be held Wednesday May 10, 2006 at 6:00 p.m.  The Town Hall would be willing to take calls to answer and relay questions.

g. Recreation – Ed Webster needs to be contacted to see if he has spoke with the NRA Attorney.  We need to determine a plan and set up another public meeting.  The plan will be brought before the Mayor and Council for approval.  After the plan is established the dirt work will be put out for bid.

h. Safety-

j. Streets & Alleys- Brian plans on sweeping the street after the water tank project is completed.

k. Water – The preconstruction meeting was held for the water tank restoration project today and the project will start immediately. The completion date for the project is May 18, 2006.  In case of any fires during the rehabilitation project, Brian has notified Larry Rankine to call in the occurrence of a fire call.  Brian is the first contact, then Kim, and then Town Hall during business hours. BVCA needs to take the steps to start developing a water use agreement.  
PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION:

A lengthy discussion about the purpose of variances and the definition of business occurred.

The Council would like to request a workshop before the budget workshop to discuss the business definition, variances, and Planning & Zoning Commission appointment.

OLD BUSINESS:

Bennett Street – Appraisal– Mr. Webster will be contacted to determine the best course of action for getting an appraisal done to complete the land transfer.

Contractor’s Fee will also be a point of discussion for the workshop.

Park County Sheriff Agreement-Sheriff Steward explained the changes with the agreement.  These changes include:

Section  2 – Last sentence – Chapter 4 Ordinance – Animal License – Draft a form letter to mail sent by certified, return receipt with deadlines to comply, if the deadline is not reached the Deputies will go out and issue citations.    Animals at Large – Someone will have to witness – Officer will be sent out, give a warning first, and then a citation will then be issued.  Section 9- Park County is responsible for all employee wages, benefits, and equipment.  Section 10 – This agreement will be reviewed annually, may terminated by agreement of both parties, and the said agreement will not go over the present Sheriff’s term of office.  The payment schedule is up to the Town and we pay it in one full payment when billed by Park County.
