Councilman Warner made a motion to approve the Financial Statements for July 31, 2007, seconded by Councilman Bennett.  All voted aye, motion carried.

ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA:
CITIZENS, DELEGATIONS, PETITIONS, & COMPLAINTS:
a. Fred Huppert – Phase Completion – There was lengthy discussion with the Mayor and Council about the Meeteetse Trails Estate and the plan so that building permits can be issued.  The water system was in question and Fred Huppert stated that the pressure tests passed, chlorination tests passed, pumps are up and running and passed, the telemetry is still being worked on and should be completed within the next three weeks. The Phase One map should also include the multifamily section by whole number one.  The Mayor and Council are trying to figure out ways to get things going as soon as possible.  The Town wanted to know if everything had been addressed on the letter that Jim Gores, Town Engineer had sent on June 4, 1996 which commented on the specific plan sheets and specification sections.    Fred Huppert stated that the water valves were all put in place per the plan and that DEQ has signed off on the system.  Dan Griffin stated that everything was pressure tested in 1996.  Councilman Warner suggested that another subdivision agreement is drawn up because we are currently operating on the agreement that was signed by the Pitchfork Development in 1996.   A tentative meeting has been set up for August 27, 2007 at 5:00 pm to go over the agreement. Fred stated that a new agreement would be beneficial, but it would be nice to stage it differently.  Fred said that he knew that the streets needed two coats of chip seal and there are five streetlights that need to be put in place and that Engineering Associates would be signing off on the project.  It was stated that the Town of Meeteetse will need all the documentation on the tests and a letter from Engineering Associates.   Dan Talkington stated that the tests may need to be resubmitted to DEQ because of the time lapse.  


b.  Steve Miller with Energy West reported that it is time to start looking phase three of the Meeteetse Rebuild project.  They are looking at starting on Water and going to Mondell and replacing the old line with a plastic pvc pipe. They are using the same contractor as before and are planning on starting on the 20th of August.  Dan Talkington stated that the Town was planning on chip sealing the week of the 20th and we may need to figure out something to coordinate the two projects.  Councilman Bennett asked if the County had already ordered the oil?  Dan Griffin stated that we have half of the chips in the Town yard at this time.  Councilman Bennett suggested that the next phase of the Energy West project be scheduled for the spring so that we can chip seal in the fall. Steve Miller offered to email a weekly update on the project and that he will introduce the inspector, Stephanie Frey to the Town Staff as soon as possible and provide the town with the contact list.  Councilman Warner asked it if the meter location had been changed from the boundary to back at the house.  Steve stated that this is true and that Energy West pays for the materials and the residents pay for the labor to replace the services lines.   

b. J. W. Yetter – Speed Camera

Sheriff Steward stated that there are cameras that snap photos of the license plates, but the validity of the citation is not accurate and that those types of cameras are not very beneficial.  He did state that a speed camera is being purchased and the primary focus will be in Meeteetse, Wapiti School, and Clark School.  This camera will rotate between these communities and the County is hoping to have it before school starts.

c. Animal Complaints were discussed and we need to start trapping the cats to eliminate the problems.

d. Rodeo Grounds Use was discussed.  The Forest Service held an ATV course at the Rodeo Grounds and it actually was in the arena.  They spun the dirt out of the arena and there were several places where bare ground was showing.  The arena is for animal and not vehicles.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
a. Emergency Management- Larry Rankine stated that everything is in good shape and that the Emergency Management is in the hands of the County Commissioners at this time.   

b. Garbage Collection-Dan stated that it is going ok. He is still holding Friday load until Tuesday and he didn’t know if it is decreasing the trash blowing around. 

a. M E D A – Carolyn Stull is working on the Labor Day events. They sponsor Taste of Meeteetse and the Motor Cycle Rally will be here on August 15-18.

b. MCFJPB – Councilman Warner stated that we will have a meeting with the Architects on Friday August 10, 2007 to review the final plans. The MCFJPB received more money today from the Cap Tax.
