ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA:
CITIZENS, DELEGATIONS, PETITIONS, & COMPLAINTS: 

a. Bobbi Bronnenberg – Citizens for Cap Tax II – This is a citizen driven group with no official governmental directive. Al & Ann Simpson are honorary co-chairs of this committee and the remaining are citizens from Cody, Powell, and Meeteetse.  The mission of this group is to get the capital facilities tax on the ballot for the renovation of the Meeteetse Pool, building the Powell Pool, and the renovation of Marathon building for Cody Library. The County purchased the building for the purpose of putting the Cody Library there.  The school owns Powell’s only pool.  In two years the pool will have to go.  The municipality of Powell is trying to develop a plan for a new Powell pool.  Meeteetse Pool has run out of time.  It is very important to Meeteetse because there are very few recreational facilities in town.  The pool provides a venue to teach swimming lesson, a good place for safe activities on summer afternoons and Fridays. The pool is an important component for Friday activities.  The pool also provides adult fitness activities. We plan to broaden scope of facility by adding fitness equipment and a hot tub or therapy pool. The Joint Powers Board has been applying for grants and have found out you need money to get money.  It is like the chicken and egg concept. The capital facilities tax will provide two things:  1. Fund renovations and endowment 2. Seed money for the grant application.  This is basically an informational overview and the Cap Tax II committee will eventually need a resolution from the Town of Meeteetse. –Mayor Farmer and Mrs. Bronnenberg discussed the possibility of the Town piggy backing on this Cap Tax.  The citizen’s group is not in favor of this.

b. Wilson-McNally Ditch – Via phone call there is interest in inclosing the ditch that goes through the Town.  The interested party wanted to know if the Town was willing to sponsor a grant.  Mayor Farmer stated that the Town would not provide monetary support for this project, but is not opposed to sponsoring a grant.
