CITIZENS, DELEGATIONS, PETITIONS, & COMPLAINTS: 

a. Lowell Keller – Big Valley /Cross Arrows Improvement District

Donna Guelde introduced Jacque Capone – Vice Chairman and Lowell Keller – Chairman of Big Valley Cross Arrows Special Improvement District.  

Donna Guelde proposed the water rates for the Big Valley Cross Arrows Special Improvement District.  Her proposal stated that they would pay $4.00/1000 for the first 6000 gallons.  The Mayor and Council will set up a workshop to discuss the water rates with Big Valley Cross Arrows.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

b. Emergency Management- Evacuation Plan for the Town of Meeteetse Larry Rankine reminded the Town the need for the Town Evacuation Plan.  Alex Gisoldi will give a Park County Home Land Security report on the progress for Park County.   Larry stated some needs for evacuation plans would be flood, fire, severe weather, or HAZMAT. We will need to have a plan if we need to evacuate or set up a shelter.  This plan will include all the necessary individuals to effectively activate the plan.  This plan would also include anyone who needs to be contacted for further assistance such as Park County Commissioner’s, Homeland Security, and American Red Cross.  The plan will also need to evaluate what is left and what is going to happen.  There will need to be documentation, documentation, and documentation.  The Town of Meeteetse needs to do a tabletop exercise.

Alex – Changing on how we do business – NIMS – look at what is happening nationally.  We need to practice, see what we can and cannot do. We are rewriting the emergency-operating plan.   Homeland Security is the new name.  There are still the same missions, same concerns, same threats, and same need for volunteer programs. They will try to do a cert program here.  Three trailers are to be placed; one in Cody, one in Powell and one in Meeteetse.

d. Park County Travel- Sherry Long gave a report stating that 1 million dollars will exceed last year – 170k more income than was budgeted.  Unified Advertising- Great year.  Contribute it to the oil income – total inquiries up 12% - WRA up 7.7%

e. Police Report-  Everything has been going good,  jail is in the transition period, communication is the most important thing that needs to be done.  Got two new pickups.  11 runaways – 1- Powell, 8-Cody, 2-Meeteetse  The Mayor will set up a meeting with Scott Steward.
