CITIZENS, DELEGATIONS, PETITIONS, & COMPLAINTS:

Councilman Bennett made a motion to approve the liquor license renewal for Elkhorn Bar, Lucille’s Café, Cowboy Bar, The Spoke, & Pine Rock Golf Course, seconded by Councilman Abbott.  All voted Aye, motion carried.

FFA Support Group – Duane Hagen stated that the support group is exploring the availability of land for the FFA feed station.  The group would like to build a first class facility and would like to have this facility located in the Rodeo Ground Area.  One topic that was discussed was the FFA and 4-H groups would like to monitor who uses it.  Mayor Farmer and the Council did not have a problem with this.  Mayor Farmer stated that there may be some ordinances that may need to be changed or variances added.  Each year we could submit a variance exclusive to the individuals that will have pigs.  Councilman Bennett stated that the FFA Support Group and the Town of Meeteetse would need to have an agreement to put the limitations and control on the area.   Mayor Farmer suggested that the Support Group, Ag Advisor, Roping Club, and Town representative meet out at the Rodeo Ground Area to determine the location and amount of land available.  

Meeteetse Museum would like to have permission to take the old maps to Cody to make copies of them.  Mayor Farmer and Council approved their request. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
 a.   Emergency Management- Conducted the sirens test and everything went perfect; the Park County Sheriff’s dispatch did a perfect job.  Cert training’s next campaign is to see how many people we can get from Meeteetse to have a class here.  If you take on the leadership in being part of the CERT Team you would be a key part in the process.  Town Employee, Mayor and Council will need to have the NIMS classes.   

b. Garbage Collection- Dumpster – Tennis Court an out of towner loaded it up.  Better to see it in the dumpster than along side the road.

c. M E D A – Western Arts and Cultural Festival.  This would provide a secondary weekend event toward the beginning or middle of summer and could include ranch roping.   MEDA is moving the meetings to local businesses every month to generate interest in local businesses.  Labor Day meetings will be starting soon.  Deb Nordberg is working on grants for the purchase of the Mercantile and its renovation.

d. MCFJPB –The group is continually pursuing grants, looking for different funding options, and forming a 501 (c)(3).  

e. Park County Travel-

f. Police Report-The dispatch move went very well.  It was quiet until after the move.  Joe and Chuck are out early.  There will be a tour April 14 –15. The end of April will be the ribbon cutting ceremony.  

g. Recreation-Recreation District had a meeting on the shooting range and about 25 individuals came to make suggestions on the changes for the shooting range.  There is a survey form to set a priority list.  They are hoping to start out and do the essentials first.  The proposals will be brought before the Town Council for their approval.

h. Safety-Send out a reminder letter for our house numbers- 3” numbers.  Many streets signs are hidden behind trees.  

i. Sewer-Sewer jet hoses still need to be fixed.  

j. Streets & Alleys- need to get the rest of the roads to be swept off.  The heavy trucks are tearing up the street in front of the school and the contractor has been notified of this.  

k. Water – Brian prepared a water production report.
