a. Lion’s Club – Lion’s Park donations - $500.00 chips, Roofs on the buildings- green metal roof, need more information on Tables. 

Mayor Farmer would like to write a letter of appreciation and will contact them about the tables.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
a. Emergency Management- CERT was not held in Cody or Meeteetse in August in Meeteetse – please advertise. There is a minimum of 12 and a limit of 20. This will be advertised again.

b. Garbage Collection- Concern that the County Landfill will be closing in the near future.  Mayor Farmer would like to have a series of public informational meetings to inform the public of the new occurrences.  We need to solicit the private vendor to receive estimates to find out the costs.  We also need to figure out what we will do with our dumpsters and dump truck. Councilman Scott suggested a franchise might be the way to go.    This would make it cheaper for the vendor.  This would allow the Town to support the franchise, but stay out of the billing cycle. Councilman Bennett stated that there could be problems if we have more than one vendor.  Mayor Farmer said the town might have to put out a bid for a franchise.   We will need to send out a letter to let the public know.  Councilman Scott suggested that we set up a community meeting with Hoffert, the County Commissioner’s, and vendors.  

c. M E D A – N/A

d. MCFJPB – Has received final approval from the Attorney General.  The pool will be open for the summer with the Wyoming Community Foundation funding.  MCFJPB is on board with the CAP TAX II Committee. $2.1 Million is required and will need to have a resolution passed by the Mayor and Council.

e. Park County Travel- Sherry Long gave a brief overview.   

f. Police Report-

g. Recreation-Shooting Range Update – John brought some drafts of the Shooting Range Project.  There have been 2 public meetings in Feb and March to get ideas from the Community and shooters to address the changes they would like to see.  There was a committee of 4 set up that helped develop the design.  1. Shooting tables to 100 yards to be leveled out. – It could take all of our money to do this.  2.  Next meeting was to upgrade the place where we shoot from, adding a 20X100 concrete pad.  Shelter on the south side to store targets.  20X30 building on the south side of the concrete pad.  We would like to have a shelter.  Shot gun or archery range with a 14X 20 building to store archery targets and make lanes.  Would like to make a fence line to enclose the shooting area.  Bill Gould from the roping club thought it would be a good idea to have the archery range fenced.  We would like to put a three-strand wire fence there.  We would like to gravel from the entry to the shooting area and gravel the lanes and improve the parking area.  200 yards of gravel.  We have received bids on the shelters, gravel, trap thrower, safety signs, and work. There will need to be a building permit for the buildings and the fence obtained and approved.  The buildings will be made of steel and metal.  The storage shed for the archery range will be placed in the parking area.  There may also be the possibility of some in-kind work provided.  The Recreation Department will be responsible for maintaining the buildings and the area.   Make sure that the dumpster is incorporated in the plans.  This is a draft up to this point, but will be final with the approval of the Town of Meeteetse.  Will there be a time to allow the steers to feed the grass so there is no overgrowth?  It was suggested to leave the parking lot open and fence off the range.

h. Safety- Crosby & Yetter –There has been some discussion about a problem in the addresses this is a safety concern.  We need to stay on top of the situation.

i. Sewer-The well has been sewer jetted.  Waterworks will come the first part of June to change the oil and trim the impellers.  

j. Streets & Alleys- Parking @ Lion’s Park- We need to put the barricades and remove the rest of the fence.  Blade and put good gravel in the area.  Councilman Abbott has the lights timers set.  The rheostats on the poles suffer a lot of vandalism. Each bank of lights has individual timers.  Abbott suggests that we remove the individual timers.  We can contact Jadeco to fix the lights with one control in the lock box.  Streets at the school and the street by the Mercantile while they are paving here now.  Mayor will contact the General Contractor.  We need the loose gravel swept and placed in the alleys.  Mayor will write Mr. Ochsner to let him know of the timeline replace the sidewalk and the road.  
k. Water – Tank Restoration & BVCA Updates. The water tank was back online at midnight on Saturday.  The lines have been flushed.  The vault lid will be here tomorrow.  The electricians will still need to fix the electronics.  As soon as the project is complete we need to let Jim Gores know.  We will do a generic thank you and send it to them with an update.  Mayor Farmer stated that we will have to replace the tank so we need to start planning on it.  Start planning on budgeting to put money in water depreciation account.  BVCA – J. Gores would like to be a mediator for rate negotiations.
