Councilman Bennett made a motion to refer the water and sewer tap for the Meeteetse Recreation District’s new construction to the Planning & Zoning Commission to meet on March 31, 2008, Councilman Fech seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Councilman Fech; I, being a member of the Town Council of the Town of Meeteetse, Park County, Wyoming, move that the Town of Meeteetse accept Phase 1 of the Meeteetse Trails Estates Subdivision into the Town of Meeteetse upon approval and acceptance of the following requirements:
I.
WATER SYSTEM.  
A.
Pump Station.  Pursuant to the report of James Gores and Associates dated January 11, 2008, all requirements of Mr. Gores' recommendations for the water system pump station must be met.

B.
Water Valves and Fire Hydrants.  With regard to the James Gores report referenced in paragraph A herein, all valves and fire hydrants must be operational and the issues identified in his report must be met to the satisfaction of James Gores and Associates.

C.
Water Storage Tank.  The water storage tank must meet the recommendations and requirements of James Gores and Associates together with the other requirements in his report pertaining to the water storage tank.  The Town Council will leave it to the professional judgment of James Gores and Associates as to whether the water tank has to be replaced, but approval of the completed tank must be accepted by James Gores and Associates prior to acceptance of the Subdivision by the Town of Meeteetse.

II.
SANITARY SEWER SYSTEM.
The recommendations concerning the sanitary sewer system as incorporated in Mr. Gores' Report must be met.  This includes, but does not limit the issues with regard to the manholes.  


III.
STREETS AND STREET IMPROVEMENTS.  
Street lights and guardrails must be installed.  The Town will allow Mr. Huppert to delay the completion of the inverted penetration cover, lights, and guardrails on the streets as well as replacement of the culverts under the streets for a period of two years starting when the first building permit is issued.
The issue with regard to erosion on the north bank of Pond No. 4 must be satisfactorily addressed pursuant to Mr. Gores' Report.  The three large culverts under Phelps Way must be replaced or repaired to the satisfaction of James Gores and Associates within two years starting when the first building permit is issued.
As security to insure compliance Section III, Mr. Huppert will allow and be required to provide a First Mortgage of 12 lots in the Subdivision as a condition for the Town of Meeteetse to issue 15 building permits within Phase 1 of the Subdivision.  If one of the mortgaged lots is sold, the Town will consent for substitution of a similar lot as security.

Any building permits that are issued after completion of the matters above, except for the requirements of Section III above, must contain a release by the individual requesting the building permit to the Town of Meeteetse to meet the requirements of this section.  No more than 15 permits will be issued after compliance with the matters contained in this motion.

In addition to the above issues, the terms and provisions of the Subdivision Agreement dated September 3, 1996 with Pitchfork Development, LLC must be met.  Mr. Huppert must execute the Guarantee and Indemnity Agreement which has been provided to him by the Town of Meeteetse, Councilman Bennett seconded.  Mayor Abbott called for the question, with Mayor Abbott, Councilman Bennett, Councilman Fech, Councilman Scott and Councilman Warner all voting aye; motion carried.
Fred Huppert took a copy of the Guarantee and Indemnity Agreement with him saying he would like to read it and will sign it by the next meeting of the Town Council.
