Dave stated that the decisions were at the state level.  The best capacity in our current landfill is 5 years.

Dave addressed the garbage outside the landfill boundaries and stated he know about the problem and I hoping to take care of it. The Town will post a notice that it is important that all garbage is bagged.  The new agreement goes into effect July 1st.
