CITIZENS, DELEGATIONS, PETITIONS, & COMPLAINTS:
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
a. Emergency Management- Moving forward and wanting to know if there will still be a place for the trailer when they get it?   Yes, it can still be housed in the garage.

b. Garbage Collection- Jim Foote did the work on it and replaced the fuel line and primary filter and priming pump.

c. M E D A –

d. MCFJPB – The cap tax passed and now the joint powers will need to hire an engineer and contractor.  The JPB will give the Town and the Rec a monthly report.  

e. Park County Travel-

f. Police Report- Deputy Joe Wagers had nothing to report and Sheriff Steward expressed his regrets that he was unable to attend.

g. Recreation- 

h.    Safety-  The Mayor reported that all who worked on the sewer project used trench boxes; he said it was about the worse conditions he’d ever seen.  He is glad we had people who recognized the potential danger of that situation and exercised safety.  Dan gave out a diagram and report on the sewer project.  Mark Courts, with Wyoming Rural Water, ran a sewer camera through the lines and reported that the Elkhorn ties to Lucille’s, which ties to Emily Coale’s which ties into the sewer on Water Street.  A small trickle of water showed a blockage or something between Lucille’s and the Elkhorn; when a tap was turned on in the basement of the Elkhorn.  Emily Coale wants new line from her house and restaurant to the main in the alley.  The Town won’t charge for a tap.  Mayor Farmer will explain to Joe and Alice what the situation is and that the backup was in no way related to sewer main.  The estimated cost for the project to date is between $12,000 and $17,000 for work we did do.  All is working now.

i. Sewer- Update on work in alley between Water St. and Park Ave.

j. Streets & Alleys- Councilman Warner has been to a couple different towns in MT that don’t have nicely chip sealed roads like we have and he wanted to relate how lucky we are.

k. Water –. Jerry Hull from DenpumpCo was up this week and to reinstall the chlorinator and discovered that the chlorine analyzer is in bad shape and an upgrade would not require vinegar buffer solution and would be more dependable.  Automation Technology Assoc are doing some things for small water systems and Dan Talkington is interested in software that uses Excel that will auto input all data into tally sheets.  It will make new forms monthly including state and federal reporting forms.  They will come to give a free consultation if we help with gas.  Does not know cost.  Have integrated with pall software in Dayton. Mayor Farmer will call the company up and research it.  Mayor Farmer indicated to go ahead and purchase the chlorine analyzer.

PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION:

OLD BUSINESS:

There is still no Meeteetse Recreation District agreement, but the council doesn’t want it to be dead in the water.  Mayor Farmer would like to see Norma Riley and Councilman Warner put the proposal they came up with together into the existing format and propose it to each board and see how that goes.  Councilman Warner said ok but he wants to check with John Fernandez to make sure it is what he wants because if John isn’t happy then it won’t fly.  Mayor Farmer will write John a letter and let him know where council stands.

Councilman Scott made a motion to approve the AN ORDINANCE TO REPLACE CHAPTER 6, ARTICLE I, SECTION 6-8, OPEN BURNING, seconded by Councilman Bennett. Councilman Scott moved to amend his previous motion by adding a third paragraph in section c) stating, “This section shall exclude all charcoal and combustible gas grills,” seconded by Councilman Bennett. All voted aye, on main motion and it carried.  Then all voted aye on the amended motion and it carried.

Councilman Bennett made a motion to pass AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR TOWN BUSINESS LICENSES FOR BUSINESSES OUTSIE THE CORPORATE LIMIT BUT WITHIN 20 MILES OF THE TOWN OF MEETEETSE on the first reading, seconded by Councilman Warner.  All voted aye, motion carried.

An update was given on the annexation of portions of highway’s 120 and 290.  Mr. Webster indicated that it may be expensive to pursue this and asked the council to make sure it was what they wanted to do before the proceeded any further.  Mayor Farmer will call Mr. Webster to find out what he means by expensive.

NEW BUSINESS: 

The Town Council accepted Public Works Assistant Scott Coale’s resignation and wished him luck with all his future endeavors.

The Town will advertise for two weeks for someone to fill this position.

Dan Talkington gave a presentation on WYOWARN which a new programs the state is looking at the will allow states and municipalities to share resources during disasters and the paperwork would all be pre-done allowing for immediate response.
