Scott stated that there must be two taps. The upper tap was videoed all the way to the main line.  The lower tap was videoed, but did not reach the main line.

It is more or less the same as the previous agreement, with the following changes:
Using the agreement signed June 8, 2005:

 

Item 4:  Change the third sentence to read, “All necessary scheduling of the Lion’s Park Picnic Area, Tennis Court, Rodeo Arena and Softball Field shall be through the Town of Meeteetse.”

 

Delete Item 6, and change the item numbers that follow.

 

Item 7:  Change the third sentence to read “The Meeteetse Recreation District will be responsible for the following:  Painting & supplies at the Lion’s Park and Rodeo Grounds, and maintenance at the Tennis Courts, including the Rhino Court, the Rifle and Archery Range, and Skate Park.”

 

Include the three-page checklist with the agreement, with the changes in scheduling noted.

 

Have the agreement run from when signed through 2007.

 

What President Riley and Council Warner have in mind is to present this, and include in the motion the instructions for the people doing the actual work to look at the checklist and see if anything needs changed before next summer. 

Mayor Farmer stated that he wanted the Recreation District to realize that charging a fee may be in the mix.

NEW BUSINESS: 

SLIB – Prioritize projects, bids, due in February- The projects were prioritized as follows:

1. Replace/Refurbish deteriorating sewer lines

2. Replace/Refurbish deteriorating water lines

3. Storm Drain System

4. Curb & Gutter

5. Roads- Chip Seal/Pavement

6. Update Water & Sewer Maps- Electronic

Dan Griffin will determine the approximate footage of the sewer lines that need replaced.  After this an engineer will be contacted to prepare a cost analysis.  

Denpumpco – Report – Upgrade Recommendations-  Pall Corporation has been contacted and they will forward the necessary information on the upgrade, which will include the costs.  The suggested upgrade should slow  the CIP process down. 

Mayor Farmer asked Public Works what happened with the compressors. Dan Talkington stated that basically the whole problem stemmed from them not being maintained properly.  The maintenance schedule is to change the oil at a maximum run time of 2000 hours, which would be twice a year. The TMP is consistently high.  A CIP was done on Rack A yesterday and one was done on Rack B today.   Turbidity is between 35 and 40.  It is so high that I will have Lee Allen with GVID reduce the valve.   It is at 80% and Dan will see if we can reduce it to 50% to see how the toe drain will do. The CIP is done now about every three weeks. With the reduced valve he can see if this will reduce the turbidity.  Jerry Hull has not yet received the metering valve.
