Councilman Yockey made a motion to pass 2009-8 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING IN  ITS ENTIRETY CHAPTER 6 ARTICLE 23 OF THE TOWN CODE RELATING TO WEED, UNCUT GRASSES, AND/OR RUBBISH WITHIN THE TOWN OF MEETEETSE.  AN ORDINANCE AMENDING IN ITS ENTIRETY CHAPTER 15 ARTICLE 3 DIVISION 1 SECTION 15-17 OF THE TOWN CODE RELATING TO PERMIT REQUIRED FOR EXCAVATION WITHIN THE TOWN OF MEETEETSE on the third and final reading, seconded by Councilman Smith.  All voted aye, motion carried.  

Deputy Wager’s questioned going on to property without permission.  Under Sheriff Ehlers stated it could be done under the Plain View Doctrine.
Highland Avenue and the traffic solution were discussed.  Mayor Abbott stated it was a problem.  It was suggested that the yield sign on Bench be replaced with a Stop sign and the branches around town be trimmed back to insure good visibility of all signs.  Councilman Yockey suggested that any other deficiencies throughout the Town be reviewed and fixed.  

The parking on Highland Avenue was stated as a perceived problem by Deputy Joe Wagers.  

It was suggested that the school educate the students on the safety of walking to school. 
Deputy Wager’s also suggested that the cross walk moved back up the road on Highway 120.  A letter will be written to the Wyoming Department of Transportation.
NEW BUSINESS:
The changes on the landfill agreement were discussed.  The Town will start reviewing the options the Town has when the landfill in Meeteetse closes.  The Mayor and Council would like to get cost estimates from Keele Sanitation and Two Tough Guys for comparable data.  There will also be a meeting scheduled with the County Commissioner’s, City of Powell, City of Cody, Town of Meeteetse and the private haulers in Park County.

Dave with Gores reviewed the projects proposed schedule.  The projects should be out to bid and contracts signed by January 1, 2010.
