1. Executive Session

MOTION 08:09:06:05
Councilman Scott made a motion to approve the amended agenda, seconded by Councilman Bennett.  All voted Aye, motion carried.

CITIZENS, DELEGATIONS, PETITIONS, & COMPLAINTS:
Cap Tax II –Bobbi Bronnenberg gave a presentation for Cap Tax II.  She stated that the total amount would be 13.2 million that would be reached in 30 months or about 2.5 years.  The three projects include the installation of Park County Library for 2.2 million, the construction and endowment for a pool in Powell for 9 million, and the renovation, remodel, and endowment of the Meeteetse Pool for 2 million.  Bobbi stated that the Meeteetse Pool is very important facility that provides a year round activity and provides an avenue to teach our children to swim.  There is a river that runs through town and two reservoirs nearby.  She also stated that drowning is the #2 cause of child death in the US and more so in the rural areas because there are no facilities to teach them how to swim.


Bruce McCormack the chairman for the Cody Committee for Cap Tax II stated that the colleagues on the Powell and the Cody Council have already approved the resolution approving the proposition for imposition of a 1% specific purpose excise tax in Park County.  The commissioners wanted to wait until the Town of Meeteetse acted on the resolution until they took further action.  Approving this resolution would say that you all believe this issue is worthy and the voters should have a say.  I believe that we have proven that it is a worthy cause.  I would like to additionally ask for your endorsement for the project. The Powell Council approved a resolution for this endorsement.  This is well worthy of your support and this endorsement would be urging the local voters to support the issue.  We are very happy the Meeteetse Project is included.   We would also like the town fathers to support this resolution.    


Mayor Farmer stated that a specific purpose tax allows Meeteetse to receive a larger portion of revenues than other taxes.  


Bobbi stated the Cap Tax would be over when the goal is met.

Councilman Bennett made a motion to adopt A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE PROPOSITION FOR IMPOSITION OF A 1% SPECIFIC PURPOSE EXICISE TAX IN PARK COUNTY, STATE OF WYOMING, FOR THE PURPOSE OF FUNDING SPECIFIC PROJECTS, SAID PROPOSITION TO BE PALCED ON THE BALLOTT IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE GENERAL ELECTION TO BE HELD IN PARK COUNTY ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 7, seconded by Councilman Scott.  All voted Aye, motion carried.


Fred Huppert gave a brief update on Pine Rock Golf Course.  He stated that everything looks very good, plays been up, and that he has hired National Auction Group from Alabama to auction 20 lots on August 26, 2006.   Lots will be shown on August 18, 2006.  20 lots will be sold and maybe more. There is a choice of 37 lots and 20 lots will be absolute.  

Councilman Scott asked if some of the lot owners want to start construction at what point would you have utilities at the properties. 

Fred stated the utilities would be put in place right away.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
                  a.   Emergency Management-County has put on a fire ban.  Shoshone National Forest has also posted a fire ban.                

a. Garbage Collection- Scott Coale stated that they have ran into a few problems.  The control buttons for compaction are having a problem.  We need to find an expert on the controls and fix the compaction problem. Notice with water bills to eliminate dumping of illegal items into the dumpsters.

b. M E D A – Tim Kellogg stated that Meda was going to have a street dance in the parking lot between the Elkhorn and the Cowboy on September 3, 2006 from 7:00-9:30 p.m.    

c. Park County Travel- 

d. Police Report- Sheriff Steward stated that the Park County fire ban will be actively enforced and that they will enforce the ordinance changes.  He stated that the Hell’s Angel’s ambushed the Outlaws in South Dakota. The Park County Law Enforcement will be prepared when the groups leave Sturgis.  

Mayor Farmer commended Sheriff Steward for all the hard work during the Hell’s Angel visit.

Councilman Bennett made a motion to reconvene the regular meeting at 8:19 p.m., seconded by Councilman Abbott.  All voted Aye, motion carried.

Mayor Farmer stated that the Town of Meeteetse would like to see the recreation activities continue as in the past and would hope that we can sit down as a group to negotiate the agreement ASAP.  We need to treat this decision, as adults and any decision we would have now would affect the children.

Councilman Scott stated that one thing I would like to see is an agreement signed.  We will probably need to go over it and clean it up.  In the meantime, we would like to see everyone operate as we have before.  

Recreation President Norma Riley stated that she agreed that we need to continue as before.

Councilman Scott stated that we have been told that the Recreation District would not follow through with some of the maintenance activities and Councilman Scott did not appreciate the threats that have occurred.  He stated that a couple members need to get together and work through it.

Mayor Farmer suggested that two people sit down and work through the agreement and take the agreement back to the boards with their suggestions.   This would take a lot less time.  

f. Safety-Matt McBroom – Accident.    Mayor Farmer stated that Matt McBroom and Evan Haywood been excellent help.

g. Sewer-

h. Streets & Alleys- Century Paving was here today and we are waiting on a bid to overlay Idaho and Highland Streets.  The representative suggested that we dig outside where the alligatoring is occurring.  Do not fill it; just get rid of the alligatoring.  

Councilman Scott stated that we need to make sure that it is good base.  

Dan Griffin suggested that we cut it out and put gravel in and compacting it.  We have the gravel here and do it all in one operation.

Sweeping will occur next Wednesday. The sweeping will start on the School hill. Century will be back in WY 20th of August.  

i. Water – Water Tank Restoration/BVCA Update- Ken Bray is the BVCA administrator.  He stated that ballots were sent out to the users to determine if they wanted to proceed with the project.  The ballots are to be returned by the 25th of August.

    Mayor Farmer stated that we would like to set up a workshop to proceed with the agreement.
