Minutes of March 26, 2007 Meeting of the Board

The meeting was called to order by Chair Ed Farmer @ 7:03PM.  Present were Chair Ed Farmer, Treasurer Angie Johnson, Member Sherry Long, Member Bo Allen and Vice-Chair Gary Warner.  

Gary Warner made a motion to approve the treasurers report, Bo Allen seconded; all voted aye.

Sherry Long made a motion to pay the following bills, seconded by Gary Warner; all voted aye.

Gary Warner made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 26, 2007 meeting, Sherry Long seconded; all voted aye.

Gary Warner made a motion to add a discussion about the Chemical Pool Operator’s Class and a discussion about alternate energy sources for the facility to new business, seconded by Angie Johnson; all voted aye.

Gary Warner will do a 30 minute broadcast on channel 54 with Angie Johnson and Bo Allen on Thursday, March 29, 2007 at 7 pm. to keep the community informed with the progress of the pool project.  Gary is working on having the broadcast taped and then run in the loop with the school board and town council meetings on Mondays.  Gary will also try and get the board a copy of the DVD.

Gary Warner moved and Bo Allen seconded a motion to set up a $250 petty cash account; all voted aye.  

Ed Farmer gave an update on the grant.  On March 14, 2007 the Wyoming Business Council approved the MCFJPB grant with the conditions specified in the Attorney General’s opinion being met between the MCFJPB and the Meeteetse School District #16.  Ed Farmer, Angie Johnson, Donna Ward and Sherry Long will attend a meeting on March 27, 2007 @ 5:30 pm at the office of Ed Webster to discuss with the School representatives and their attorney the MCFJPB and School agreement with the considerations in the Attorney General’s opinion.  

Bo Allen talked to Sage Engineering and Plan One about the proposed bill for the water lines.  Sage was informed that Plan One will be using a design build plan therefore we won’t be using their services.   

On March 6, 2007, Bo Allen, Angie Johnson and Sherry Long met with Plan One and pool experts from Interstate Engineering, Inc. from Sidney, Montana.  They presented a plan for the pool area.  Also present was Bob Lohr, a structural engineer for the building.  The pool experts, Brian and Grant, presented samples of the vinyl they suggested to use over the tile in the pool, with the pool lanes in various shades of blue.  They also suggested using a commercial hot tub and insetting it into the ground for ADA accessibility.  Brian also suggested a splash deck to replace the wading pool area, as the requirements for deck space around the wading pool would make the wading pool area very small.  The splash deck will have several above ground water toys suitable for younger children.  The water from the toys would flow back into the pool drains.  The pool company will work up a cost estimate for their suggestions.  

A discussion was held on transferring money from the credit line to cover upcoming expenses.  Bo Allen asked if there were transfer fees involved with each transfer.  Angie Johnson will follow up with Glen Ross on the answer.  Gary moved to transfer $10,000 from the line of credit with Shoshone First Bank, Bo Allen seconded; all voted aye.

Ed Farmer will attend the SLIB meeting in Cheyenne on April 5, 2007, when the SLIB board will approve/disapprove our WBC grant.

A discussion was held on the responsibility of a chemical pool operator.  Angie Johnson and John Fernandez found a course in Casper on April 27 -28, 2007.  It was agreed that once the pool is operational a “general maintenance” person will be hired to manage pool maintenance.  In the meantime, the Meeteetse Recreation Board will pay for John to attend this class and be a backup to administer the chemicals for the pool.  Angie agreed to also attend the class and be the lead person for the job.  This will be a paid position, pay to be determined at a later date.  Angie will research any conflict of interest statements in our minutes or policy and we will discuss this next month.  Bo Allen made a motion to send Angie to the CPO class and pay her expenses, Gary Warner seconded, Angie abstained, all voted aye.

A discussion was held on the possibility of an alternative source of energy for electricity/heat for the pool building.  Angie will contact Plan One and have them do research on this issue.
