Minutes of June 25, 2007 Meeting of the Board

New elections were held.  Gary Warner was nominated for the Chairman position and Norma Riley as the Vice-Chairman.  Angie Johnson made a motion to accept the nominations, Sherry Long seconded; all voted aye.

Angie Johnson presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Sherry Long moved and Norma Riley seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report; all voted aye.

Angie Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes of the regular meeting on May 21,  2007, with the following changes: add Donna Ward as an attendee and change the bill total to $11,610.04, Donna Ward seconded; all voted aye.

Citizens, Delegations, Petitions & Complaints

Diane Chapman questioned the Board about information she had heard concerning the new design of the pool building and the lack of an exercise area.  Diane commended the Board on their hard work on the project.  She stated that she was with the understanding that according to the design that was sent out in the mail for the Cap Tax campaign that an exercise area was being considered and she would really like to see one in the building.  Gary Warner told Diane that her concern would be discussed later in the meeting.  Mike Sax had a concern that the hot tub in the current design was not a permanent structure and could have problems.  Mike was assured that the hot tub is a commercial grade.  The Board will contact Plan One to verify the reason for the commercial hot tub opposed to a permanent one.  Mike also has a concern about the pool computer equipment being in the staff area if that area was going to be considered for public access.  
Sherry Long made a motion to accept the agenda, seconded by Norma Riley; all voted aye.
Old Business:

Angie Johnson reported that Bob Lewandowski has the paperwork for signature, then he will forward to the Board.  It is still not known when the actual closing will take place.  Angie will keep in touch with Ed Webster on the progress.

Each item on Plan One’s Topics of Discussion list from the June 14, 2007 workshop was discussed.  Attached are the items with comments.
3.
A discussion was held on approving the building plan with changes that were made at the workshop on June 14, 2007.  Angie suggested that a door like the one from the office into the current lobby be installed in position 103.  Angie Johnson made a motion to approve the building plan, Donna Ward seconded.  Discussion: Sherry Long noted that she would like to have the activity area and exercise area be a part of the plan as it was presented to the public in the original design. She felt the staff didn’t need such a large area and the lobby area was a wasted area and could be more productive for the community.  Donna Ward noted that she felt the exercise equipment would corrode and the staff area was not big enough for an activity area.  Angie Johnson noted that she had a concern about the chemicals being too close to the public if the staff area was used for public access.  All voted aye with noted comments above. 

New Business: 
1. Norma Riley made a motion to transfer $10,000 from Credit Line 54798 to 154091; Donna Ward seconded; all voted aye. 

2. A discussion was held on contacting Pat Kirk to review our pool design plan.  Donna Ward preferred to hire someone that was insured if the Board felt that it was necessary.  Gary Warner felt that the Board should rely on Plan One’s expertise.  Sherry Long had a concern that the pool experts that Plan One hired was not aware that salt systems were not approved in Wyoming and felt that a second opinion could give us assurance that the rest of the plan was the best for the building since none of the Board had any expertise in this area.  Sherry Long made a motion to contact Pat Kirk to see what he could offer us.  Norma Riley seconded.  Sherry and Norma voted aye, Angie, Donna and Gary voted nay.  Motion failed. 

Gary Warner moved to adjourn the meeting @ 9:20 PM.

Plan One Architects Topics of Discussion from MCFJPB Workshop, June 14, 2007.  Board comments in red.
· Dimension all new walls – Plan One

· Find moisture resistant acoustic panels – Plan One

· Need Civil drawing – Plan One

· Need Structural drawings – new vestibule – Plan One

· Need Specs- Plan One

· Header details for CMU walls (N) & (E) – Plan One

· Confirm 2” water line – look at (E) drawings – Plan One

· Schedule of expected equipment replacement time – Plan One – MCFJPB received the list and will use for budget process

· Colorful fabric elements on ceilings/RCP – Plan One

· Shower metering – Board voted yes
· EPS or polyiso – Plan One

· Triple glazed windows – Plan One

· Continue to evaluate solar & photo voltaic with life cycle cost analysis – Donna Ward was concerned that it was too late to have this added to the plan for the bid process.  Sherry Long felt that we didn’t get enough information at the workshop on the cost or the various energy sources.  Sherry reminded the Board that there were grants available to cover costs.  It was discussed that the Board will continue to research this part of the plan independently using other sources.  Angie Johnson will contact Plan One and inform them of this discussion.  
· Fee track/cost estimate (from all consultants) – Plan One

· Pool Logo – the name shall be “Community Swimming Pool” with black letters at least 12” high
· What does insulated water line across ceiling look like? Plan One

· Use stainless steel insulation cover? Is this over the water line?
· Get with Kenco on security systems (Kurt) and have this included in A.C.E. drawings – run options past owner – Plan One

· Get extended service contract for Kenco and Big Horn Energy in bid documents – Plan One

· Outside electrical outlets and hosebibbs for maintenance – Plan One

· Paint ceiling white – Plan One

· Explosion proof lights and switches in chlorine room – Plan One

· New gypsum ceiling in locker room and other areas? – Board suggests using vinyl ceiling panels in locker room and Rhino Lining in many areas, especially walls

· Exterior lights on photo cell (show on drawings – roof) – use all the way around the building
· 200 pounds of chlorine pellets ordered at a time (four-five gallon buckets) – is there enough storage?

· Do we need to replace pool drain pipes? Look at old drawings first and then maybe video. – Board feels this is necessary
· What is deck surface? PVC or (E) tile? – Board suggests using quarry tile in the locker rooms and all deck area.  Board would like to see samples.  Board would like to see another type of surface besides vinyl on splash deck.
· What is fire rating of chlorine room and implications? – Plan One

· Extent of hi-tech pool technologies that make sense – Plan One

· Spec extra water toy – Plan One. Board agrees.
· Final backgrounds out. – Plan One
· What type of paint to spec? Epoxy? Board suggests Rhino Lining walls instead of paint.
· Pool cover and hot tub cover – new.  Pool cover needs to be mechanical.  Board would like verification of why we are using hot tub instead of building a permanent hot tub in place.
· Joe Martinez – Dept. Of Ag – Check submittal requirements with regulatory agencies. – Plan One
· Two doors out of locker room – Board agrees with change
Other Comments:

1. Board would like to design of pool lanes, including colors

2. Use gypsum instead of vinyl

3. All showers, sinks, toilets on sensors
4. Sensors lights in locker rooms – Sherry made a motion to include this option in the bid process; Norma seconded.  Sherry and Norma voted yes, Donna, Angie, and Gary voted no.

5. Mike Sax will check with Plan One on the Shower, Bench, and Locker options.  

6. The Board would like cubbies in the vestibule; need sample pictures.
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
