OLD BUSINESS

1. Property Transfer

Angie Johnson reported that all documents have been filed with the Park County Courthouse and payment for the pool facility has been made.  The transfer is complete.

2. Bid Process

3. Meeteetse Pool Fund Raising Endowment

4. Interstate Pools – Brian – pool lining research

Brian sent one reference of a liner he had done to Terri Sporkin and reported that he would have to see the pool empty before he could determine the overall need.  The liner is in the bid spec’s and any decision not to have one will have to be made by the board.

NEW BUSINESS 

1. Turn off water and gas

It was recommended that water and gas services be discontinued, as the pool was no longer in use.  There is a primer valve that is stuck open which will continue to use water.  Services can be re-connected when they are needed.  The board directed Angie Johnson to please discontinue these services.

2. WBC- Pay Request #1

It has been submitted.

3. Transfer from Money Market 839086 to 154091 – $49,000.00

Terri Sporkin made a motion to transfer $49,000.00 from money market account #839086 to checking account #154091, Norma Riley seconded; all voted aye.

4. Operation Plans

The board will be considering preliminary 1 and 5 year plans for maintenance.  Gary Warner will talk to the school about what their future pool use needs may be and Ty Myers and Norma Riley will discuss the same with the Recreation District.

5. Investment Options  

It was discussed that the operation and maintenance portion of the cap tax will need to be invested to get the highest possible interest after all renovation bills are paid.

6. Construction Liaison- Board member – Terri Sporkin

Terri Sporkin is not interested in this position.  Ty Myers recommended Rick Knopp, the board agrees he would be a good liaison and Ty will discuss it with him.
