OLD BUSINESS

1. Meeteetse Pool Fundraising Endowment
Terri Sporkin reported that she spoken with Sherry Long and they will meet and head this effort.
2. Construction Liaison
Dave Wellington with Plan 1 said they will be present for all construction oversight and just need a contact person with whom to set up special meetings.  Gary Warner volunteered to be the contact person.
NEW BUSINESS 

1. Health Inspector’s changes-Interstate Pools recommendations
a. Dave’s recommendation is to send the letter, see attached, from Brian Milne, the pool engineer, to Joe Martinez, the health inspector, and visit with him again based on the letter and the conversation Mr. Milne and Mr. Martinez had concerning the splash deck.

b. We will change the redwood decking around the hot tub to Trex.  This will add $480.00 to the cost of the project.

c. The color coding on the pipes will be corrected and aligned with the Wyoming Swimming Pool and Spa Health and Safety Act, chapter 3, sec. 7 § (h).

d. The 3X3 tiles for the deck surface are non-slip.

2. Fire Marshal Update

3. Bid Approval
Terri Sporkin made a motion to accept Cowan Construction’s bid of $1,860,000.00 as contractor for the pool project and adding $480.00 for the Trex material for the hot tub decking, for a total of $1,860,480.00, Norma Riley seconded; the motion carried with all voting aye.
4. Contractor Contract Review
There will be a special meeting of the board on October 1st @ 6:30PM @ the Town Hall to review and approve the contract with the contractor.

5. Terri Sporkin made a motion to approve a transfer from Money Market 839086   

to 154091 in the amount of $10,000.00, Norma Riley seconded; motion carried with all voting aye.

6. Terri Sporkin made a motion to approve a transfer from Money Market 839086   

to 154091 in the amount of $60,000.00, Angie Johnson seconded; motion carried with all voting aye.

There was discussion with Dave Wellington about using the parking lot across the street from the school on Idaho St. for equipment during construction as Superintendant Lewandowski previously granted permission for.  Dave will get the permission in writing for the contractor.
As construction liaison Gary will contact the school and get the keys to the pool from Mrs. Crosby, Mr. Knopp, Mrs. Moger and Mr. Paxton so that no one accesses the building while there are no utilities on.  The cylinders in the locks will be replaced by the contractor during construction and new locks placed on all the doors prior to use after construction.
