AMENDMENTS/ADDITIONS TO AGENDA:

Angie Johnson made a motion to add Long Range Plans for the pool to Old Business #2 and MCFJPB/Cowan Construction account for retainage to New Business #4, Donna Ward seconded; motion carried with all voting aye.

OLD BUSINESS

1. Pool Update-Brian Milne

There was a letter from Joe Martinez, the state health inspector, concerning the splash deck changes.  There was discussion pertaining to the integrity of the pool and since the water was off for over a month and there was no apparent leakage the board is confident that the pool liner in the bid specs will be a positive addition to the lifespan of the pool.

2. Long Range Plan


Plan 1 will provide a depreciation schedule by the end of the renovation on all equipment.  The board is in hopes that the current arrangement of the Meeteetse Recreation District being in charge of lifeguards and scheduling at the pool can remain.  The past user agreements will be reviewed and discussed at the November 26th meeting.  There was discussion that more adult life guards are needed for weekday programs.  A mailing recruiting lifeguards may be sent just before the pool re-opens.

NEW BUSINESS 

1. Health Inspector’s changes-Interstate Pools recommendations


There were two options for the new splash deck 1) bury a tank to have the water be on its own chemical system and 2) tap directly into the town water supply and cycle directly out to the sewer.

Terri Sporkin made a motion to accept the memo from Brian Milne to Plan 1 and forward it to Joe Martinez, Angie Johnson seconded; motion carried with all voting aye.

2. Fire Marshal Update

Approval was received.

3. Transfer from Money Market 086 to 091

Angie Johnson made a motion to transfer $70,000.00 from the acct. 086 to acct. 091, Norma Riley seconded; motion carried with all voting aye.

4. MCFJPB/Cowan Construction account for retainage


The retainage for Cowan Construction must be held in a separate account of Cowan Construction’s choosing.  The account will be set up at Shoshone First Bank under the name MCFJPB/Cowan Construction.
